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Introduction

City Background

The City of Conwall is situated on the North shore of the St. Lawrence River and has a
population of 46590 inhabitants. Located along the WindsoiQuébec City corridor, this Easte
Ontario community is 100 kilometres Soutreast of Ottawa, 170 kilometres ast o Kingston, and
115 kilometres west of Montreal (see Figure 1). Cornwall is served by an excellent transportation
network which includes Highway 401, the CN maithe, and theSt. Lawrence Riveras well asdirect

Cornwall islocated in Stormont County of 2.&G. and hasan immediate regional population
of approximately 66,840 people. Cornwall with a population of 46,590,is a separaté city from the
United Counties of Stormont, Dundas and Glengarry; however, when taken together they form a
larger regional area with a population 0f113,429 people. Cornwall is an older community by
Canadian standards, celebrating its 230anniversary in 2014. It was settled in the late 1700's by
United Empire Loyalists, British immigrants, and French settlers. The area became the County Seat
in 1791, was incorporated as a ®wn in 1834, and achievedhe Cty status in 1945. The Cornwall
Canal,once adominant factor of the city, was constructed in the 184@ to allow ships to bypas the
Long Sault Rapids andconsequently, led to industrial development in and around Cornwall.
Although no longer in use, parts of the canal W@ been left unaltered for its historical and
recreational value.

Cornwall experienced rapid growth between 1871 and 1891 when the town more than
doubled in size. A second period of rapid growth occurred between 1921 and 1931 when the
population increased by 50 peA AT 08 4 x1 1 /£ #hlluSiies WerelestabdlisHed\dtifing
these periods of growth; The Toronto Paper Manufacturing Company (Domtar Fine Paper),
incorporated in 1883 and closed in 2006, and Courtaulds Canadizc., built in 1924, whichclosed in
the early 1990's. In the latter pat of the 20 century, the City developed industrial parks and the
economic base of the community diversifiedThe City of Cornwall annexed a substantial portion of
land from Cornwall Township in 1957, which increased its population from 18,000 to 41,000
inhabitants and enlarged its land area fronb.2 square kilometres (2 square miles) to 80.3 square
kilometres (31 square miles). The official size of Cornwall sits at approximately 61.5 square
kilometres,as per Statistics Canada.

It can be argued that PitStreet is
the backbone of the dwntown area, boasting a healthy mix of businesseshops, and services that
branch out from the main strip onto adjacent streets such as:the Provincial Courthouse,the
Cornwall Public Library, Cornwall Square Shopping @¢re, and City Hall, amongsmaller local
stores and servicesare but few of the many amerties located here. TheBenson Centre, although
not directly located in the defined dwntown area, is another contributor to the healthy &olution
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and prosperity of the city by providing the community with three NHL=sized rinks, an indoor soccer
facility, tennis courts, as well as conference/board rooms that can be rented out. The Benson Centre
is also a shining examplefor other projects in the Qty as it has been developed on a former
Brownfield site, which previously hougd a wood room #cility for Domtar Paper and hadbeen
underutilized since the departure of the mill.

In a broader context, the NAV CENTRE (formerly known as Trarmp Canada Training
Institute), the St. Lawrence College Cornwall campus, and the St. Lawrence River Institute of
Environmental Services, together with Guindon Park, a 470 acre parkclated in the west end of the
City's waterfront, have also contributed to the community's overall prosperity. The City has
developed into a hub for logistics operations, with distribution centre activity also translating into
growth in support sectors such as transportation. Interest in the Cornwall Business Park continues
to be strong as companies take advantage of the low cost of land and strategic location beside
Highway 401.

however, Cornwall has begun to experience some considerable densification over the past decade
with the introduction of new condo and apartment developments that have the potential to inspire
future developments of the same accord.

The Bridgewood Public School, whichcombined the former Gladstone and East Frat public
schools, holdsan administrative loading number of 576 students from Jumir Kindergarten to 6th
grade. The new inditution opened its doors in Septemberof 2016 for the school yearand has
welcomed new student bodiesfrom different communities. The facility is locatedat the corner of
Nick Kaneb Drive and Marleau Avenue, an ideal location for children to walk, bike and even carpoo
which helps topromote healthy lifestyle choicesand a decrease in automobile traffic.

Cornwall is a well located, modern and diverse community offering a combination of urban
and rural develbbpment, and offers a uniquely multicultural and high-quality of life. Cornwall is
also looking forward to a strong future asone of Canada'smost environmentally friendly and
energy efficient cities. Cornwall District Heating, a divison of Fortis Ontario, configuresa co
generation plant which efficiently produces locally generated electricity as well as hot water for a
district heating system. This heating system serves several public buildings throughout the city and
has contributed to a decrease in fossifuel consumption and a decrease in dependency on outsid
energy suppliers.It should also benoted,that # | OT x AT 1 80 AOET EETI ¢ xAOAO
100 percentin 2015 and for the past seven consecutive years, from the Ministry of Environmerdn
both quality and infrastructure.

The City of Conwall continues to promote the Community Renewal and Intensification
Initiative, through O( AAOO 1 £ QF #nis grégatd Providds /a 4eries ofirfancially-based
incentives which encouragesprivate sector businesses and landowners to renew, redevead
revitalize, and intensify commercial and mixeeresidential buildings in the urban core areas of the
city. HOTC aims to encourage people to live, work, and play in the Downtown and Le Villageas.

Strategy and Action Plan paired with financial incentive programs. These programs provide
financially-based incentives which encouragedevelopers to environmentally cleanrup and
redevelop Brownfield properties and buildings in the municipality. The Cotton Mill Lofts are an
excellent example of éBrownfield project which aims to convert these old red brick buildings into
premiere residences in the historic Harbour/Cotton Mills Complex Disict and Le Village area of
Cornwall. The GuindonEsso property on Pittand 13h Streets is another example of a private
landowner rehabilitation of a former gas stationwhich is now a car/dog wash centre.
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Every year, the Seaway Internationaborder crossng accommodates approximately @,000
commercial users and well over 2 million passenger vehicles. In order to better accommodate
interchanges between the B:-Canadian Brder, a new lowlevel international bridge was
completed in 2014, which replaced and decommissioned the taller Seaway International Bridge
that originally accommodated a shipping underpass for water traffic.New public bike and
pedestrian trails were also created in conjunction with the construction of the new Cornwall Bridge
so as to intoduce new public open space while enhancing the existing St. Lawrence waterfront
experience.

The Canadian population is aging: virtually every municipality and the province is
experiencing growth in numbers and the proportions of older cohort in their cormunities. For
instance,#1 OT x Al 1 8 0 A OOOATabe obdb.®yeadrsfaddtirpdssed tihe REA projection
of 42.2 yearsfor Ontario - meaning that Cornwall is home to one of the largestenior groups.

Cornwall also offers ommunity programs such as, S@or Clubs and Sports Clubs which
are located in both Downtown and East end communities close to amenities and are easily
accessible by the public transportation. They provide learning opportunities to deslop leadership
and social skills and also promote advocacy and trusted informatioducational opportunities are
also offered in the Encore Education Centre for those of who are interested in learning. The Encore
Education Centreis a nonprofit organization that offers academic courses for adults over 50 years
of age to broaden their horizons.

Population: Looking Ahead

Past growth trends reveal that theCity's population remains relatively stable. It appears as

though the population is now increasing steadily despite a ght decrease inyear 2001. According
to Watson and Associates, who conducted Municipal Comprehensive Rview (MCR)in April of
2014, the Gty of Cornwall is forecast to experience a 7.3% increase in population by the year 2026,
which would yield a population of around 49,700. By 2036, the city population is forecasd to
reach 50,900; a 9.8% increase from the current population. This gwth will be characterized by a
decline in the population of youths (aged €@9) from 21% to 19% by 2036, as well as young and
mid-life adults (aged 2654) from 45% to 39% by 2036; while the older seniors age group (aged

The chart below illustrates the population projections for the City of Cornwall over drty
years, which includes past, present and future years, calculated by Watson and Associates
Economists. The population is separated into fifteen year cohorts to better understand the
distribution and fluctuations of the population of Cornwall. Eachcolor in the chart represents a
density of the population within that cohort. As illustrated, # 1 OT x AT 1 60 DI BDOI A
experiencing an increase in populatiorover the next twenty years, mainly driven by the 75+ age
cohort, while the rest of the cohorts will be experiencing aeclining growth rate. Such increase in
75+ cohorts and decreasein the remainder coincides with waning fertility rates after the p w @ m & O
Baby Boom. Canada as a whole experienced a lower fertility rate0.36% natural increase in
population (Stats Canada, 201)7 while the rest of the population was supported by intermigration
and immigration.
