Rouleau indicated that if the sidewalk was installed adjacent
to the curbing on Stormont Drive, the property owners would
have more boulevard and the sidewalk would cover less
utilities than the location recommended by the Director of
Engineering Services. 1In response to the delegation, Mr.
Knight indicated that past experience proved that the
sidewalk adjacent to the curbing was not appropriate and that
the location being recommended in this case is in conformity
with past practice.
