For the purpose of this Schedule, Amusement Exhibition shall mean exhibitions of wax works, menageries,
circus, circus riding, carnivals and other like shows usually exhibited by show persons, and roller skating rinks
and other places of like amusement, and merry-go rounds, switchback railways, carousels and other like
contrivances.
