A By-law respecting municipal park lands,

WHEREAS pursuant to the Municipal Act, R.S.O. 1990 Chapter M.45 Section 21 O subsection 8 
to 13 inclusive relating to the licensing and regulating of dogs; and 

WHEREAS, by resolution dated August 1 O, 1998, the Council of the Corporation of the City of 
Cornwall deemed it desirable to allow dogs to enter certain municipal parks; and 

WHEREAS it Is also deemed desirable that all dog owners who make use of any public lands 
that permit dogs and/or any private property, respect the said lands and remove forthwith any 
dog feces caused to be left by their dog. 

NOW THEREFORE the Council of the Corporation of the City of Cornwall enacts as follows: 

DEFINITIONS 

1. For the purpose of this By-law

City shall mean the Corporation of the City of Cornwall. 

Dog means any dog or dogs male or female. 

Gulde Dog shall mean a dog that is trained to aid the visually impaired and actually used for 
such purpose. 

Future Guide Dog Puppy shall include any dog under the age of fourteen (14) months, which is 
undergoing the preliminary training required to be a "Guide Dog." 

Kennel shall mean a place or confine where purebred dogs are bred and raised and registered 
with an association incorporated under the Animal Pedigree Act (Canada). 

Municipal Law Enforcement Officer shall mean a person appointed or employed by the 
Corporation of the City of Cornwall for the purposes of enforcing the provisions of this By-law. 

Muzzled shall mean a fastening or covering device of adequate strength used over the mouth to 
prevent a dog from biting. 

Owner shall mean any person who possesses or harbors a dog and, "owns" and "owned" have a 
corresponding meaning.

A By-law to amend By-law 2018-089 which is a By-law to establish the list of Fees and
Charges for The Corporation of the Gity of Cornwall (Dog Tag License Fees)

1. Whereas, pursuant to section 391 of the Ontario Municipal Act 5.0 200, a
municipality and its local board may pass By-Laws imposing fees or charges on
any class of persons:

(a) for services or activities provided or done by or on behalf of it;

(b) for costs payable by it, for services or activities provided or done by or
on behalf of any other municipality or any local board; and

(c) for the use of its property including property under its control.

Whereas, the City of Cornwall's Animal Control By-Law No. 112-1998 as
amended, sub-section 2(1) requires that dogs three months and older be
registered with the City within 14 days after a resident comes into possession
and thereafter annually pay a license fee on or before the 1st day of
February.

Whereas, it is desirous of increasing the Dog Tag License Fees as follows:

Altered Dogs

tr Altered Dog from $2O.OO to $25.00

tr Late Fee from $25.00 to $35.00

tr New to Owner from $10.00 to $15.00

Unaltered Dogs

tr Unaltered Dog from $40.00 to $50.00

D Late Fee Rate from $50.00 to $60.00

tr New to Owner from $17.50 to $25.00

tr Tag Replacement Fee from $5.00 to $10.00

Now therefore be it resolved that The Corporation of the City of Cornwall
enacts as follows:

That the fee for Dog Tag License Fees be and and are approved as follows:

Altered Dogs

tr Altered Dog $25.00

E Late Fee $35.00

tr New to Owner $15.00



Unaltered Dogs

tr Unaltered Dog $50.00

tr Late Fee Rate $60.00

tr New to Owner $25.00

E Tag Replacement Fee $10.00
