0 Proof that the applicant is at least sixteen (16) years of age;
O Proof of insurance on said vehicle;
U approval of a licensed propane fitter, if equipped with propane indicating that the equipment has been

inspected and is in good working order;

O Provide a vehicle safety certificate for the vehicle to be operated.
O Certificate of Insurance which includes third party liability in the minimum amount of $2,000,000.00. *
O Location where the vehicle(s) or other will be stored.

The Licensee(s), at its own expense, shall be required to provide a copy of Certificate of Insurance which includes third
party liability in the minimum amount of $2,000,000.00 inclusive per occurrence for bodily injury (including personal injury,
debt, and damage to property including loss of use thereof), and naming The Corporation of the City of Cornwall as an
additional named insured on said policy, throughout the term of the Agreement. As well, the Licensee(s), shall provide
a receipt of the premium payment, and the City of Cornwall will be given ten (10) days notice in writing of any cancellation,

expiration or suspension of the policy or of any reduction in the amount of coverage under the policy.
