At some point in the mid-2010s, a flash drive with over 150 black and white pictures was 
delivered to the City’s Planning Department for our records.  The pictures were taken by 
Carl Malcolm, an amateur photographer who worked for Ontario Hydro during the time of 
constructing the St. Lawrence Seaway in 1954-1958.  Due to his access, he was able to 
capture some unique shots and angles of the project.  

The drive was saved at the time by the General Manager of Planning, Development, and 
Recreation, and found in 2021 when we were doing office renovations. After looking at the 
images, staff decided it would be wonderful to find a way to showcase a small collection of 
them.

2022 Black and White Construction of the Hydro dam pictures at the Civic 
Complex

At some point in the mid-2010s, a flash drive with over 150 black and white pictures was 
delivered to the City’s Planning Department for our records.  The pictures were taken by 
Carl Malcolm, an amateur photographer who worked for Ontario Hydro during the time of 
constructing the St. Lawrence Seaway in 1954-1958.  Due to his access, he was able to 
capture some unique shots and angles of the project.  

The drive was saved at the time by the General Manager of Planning, Development, and 
Recreation, and found in 2021 when we were doing office renovations. After looking at the 
images, staff decided it would be wonderful to find a way to showcase a small collection of 
them. 14 images were curated to show the overall construction at multiple phases and 
then given to a local photographer to restore them so they could be blown up to a 4ftx4ft 
size.  The images were then printed on vinyl and fixed to aluminum composite, before 
mounting on the basement walls of the Civic Complex.  

 

I tried to show this by clipping the two side 
together.  

There has been discussion about taking other archived photographs like this and mounting 
them in other buildings as well.
